Nomination Criteria 
for Candidates for the
Tri-J Advisory Board (Private Sector Only)
Candidate must meet the listed qualifications and possess the following skill-set and capabilities:

1. Live, work, serve on a board for at least 2 years or volunteer in a project serving the homeless for at least 2 years in the Tri-J area.
2. Ability to review and understand grant processes, outcome performance measurements, monitor accountability and efficiency for agency service delivery.

3. Proven experience and a working knowledge of Non-profits and an understanding of the state of homelessness.

4. Submit a one-pager on your experience and what you feel are the 3 biggest challenges or issues facing the Tri-J in addressing the issues of homelessness in our continuum.  No more than 150 words, typed double spaces, 12 inch fonts.

5. Provide full disclosure of any affiliations with the Tri-J funded agency (i.e. Fulton County, DeKalb County, DCA or City of Atlanta) or hold/held contractual or non-contractual positions as a board member, volunteer, employee for such agencies.
6. Willing to serve at least a 2 year term.

7. Agree to a conflict of interest statement.

8. Submit (if selected for ballot) a bio for distribution to the CoC members.

9. 18 years or older and a United States Citizen.
