Tri-J Advisory Committee Overview

In partnership with The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), the        

Tri-Jurisdictional (Tri-J) Continuum of Care is seeking community members interested in making a difference in the lives of those struggling with homelessness as well as community social service organizations that serve this population. The Tri-Jurisdictional Continuum of Care Nominating Committee is collecting applications of interested candidates for the Tri-J Collaborative Advisory Committee. The deadline for submission is 5/20/09.
A large amount of funding for homeless service providers approved through HUD is required to participate in a Continuum of Care (CoC). Each CoC is rated and ranked nationally in a competitive funding process based on beds, services, additional resources and most importantly, outcomes. 

The Tri-J has established a nine (9) member advisory committee. This committee is comprised of six (6) representatives (65%) from the business community, private homeless provider agencies, formerly homeless consumers and the faith-based community. The remaining three (3) representatives (35%) are from the three government jurisdictions, City of Atlanta, DeKalb County and Fulton County.  
The nominating committee has the responsibility of working on a slate of six (6) prospective Advisory Committee candidates to represent the private sector. Present Board members seeking reappointment will be asked to relinquish their positions and submit a nominating application and documentation for consideration. The slate of candidates will be presented for vote to the entire body of the Tri-J CoC. 
The Tri-J Collaborative Advisory Committee responsibilities will include:

· Approving the NOFA preparation package
· Approving critical elements of the NOFA process, timelines, objective scoring factors and threshold requests

· Recommending and coordinating technical assistance (TA) for the Annual Performance Report (APR)

· Recommending Review Committee members

· Recommending improvements to the CoC
· Assessing community needs within the context of existing services
· Establishing, implementing, and/or creating a process to assess existing services, needs and service gaps within the CoC

· Identifying strategies to coordinate and improve existing housing and service delivery systems

· Defining appropriate program models that can be supported by other public and private resources

Terms:

· Members will be willing to serve a two (2) year term. 
· Chair and Co-Chair are one (1) year term positions. The Chair and Co-Chair will rotate between private sector and public sector representation.
